Study-related fees

(1)  Pursuant to § 58 of the act the CTU collects the following fees from the students
a) the fee for acts connected with the admission procedure. It is maximum 20 % of the base
 pursuant to Enclosure N. 5,

b) fee
ba) for studies longer than the prescribed standard length  of studies of the bachelor or master study program  prolonged by 1 year. It is at least 1,5 times the base
 for every commenced 6 months of studies. The amount of the fee is set in Enclosure N.5.  All preceding studies in bachelor and master study programs, which were terminated other than duly, are counted in as studies pursuant to sec.45 (3) or sec.46 (3) of the act unless these are previous studies after completion of which the student duly completed the study program of the same type. The period in which the student studied in these study programs or in these study programs and the current study program concurrently are counted only once in the total length of studies. Firstly, the acknowledged maternity/paternity is subtracted from the total length of studies calculated according to this paragraph.
bb) for studying in a study program in a foreign language
 for each commenced semester of studies. Its amount is set in Enclosure N.5. 

(2)  The rector publishes the fees pursuant to (1) for the following academic year in the public part of the CTU web pages.
(3)  The fee pursuant to (1) b) is assessed by the dean in case of faculty programs, in case of non-faculty programs by the rector. The fee is assessed without undue delay but at the earliest on the day when the obligation of the student to pay the study–related fee comes into existence. In case the decisive data for assessment of the fee will be sourced from the student registers of other universities in the Czech republic from the Ministry of education, youth and sports ( further only as the „ ministry“) subsequently, then the student will have the fee assessed additionally without undue delay. The decision on assessment of the fee is sent to the student as a registered letter at least 90 days prior to the due date of the fee. The failure to pay the fee can be judged pursuant to sec. 64 of the act or art.13 (5) b) of the Study and examination rules of the CTU.
(4)  The student can appeal against the decision on assessment of the fee within 30 days from the day of notification pursuant to (3). The submission must clearly show the details of the person who is submitting the appeal, which matter it concerns and what he/she proposes. It must also contain information, which concerns where the discrepancy between the legal and the internal regulations or the incorrectness of the decision is perceived. The appeal against the assessment of the fee submitted within the time limit pursuant to this paragraph always has a suspensory effect. In case of studies in faculty programs, the appeal can be lodged through the relevant dean to the rector. In such a case, the rector has 30 days to express his/her opinion on the appeal and then he/she shall refer the appeal to the rector to decide on it. In case of study programs not carried out by the faculties, the appeal is submitted to the rector directly.
(5)  Pursuant to § 58 (7) of the act the rector can reduce, waive or defer the due date of the study-related fees based on the written application of the student supported by the relevant documents and taking into consideration especially the study, social or health situation of the student according to the reasons, which are exhaustively listed in Enclosure N.5. The application must contain the specific requirement for the waiver or reduction of the fee or possibly the deferral of the due date or spreading the payments. Pursuant to (4) it must be supported by the relevant and up-to-date documents and submitted together with the appeal against the assessment of the fee. 

(6)  Pursuant to (1) a) the fee is payable on the day of submission of the application to study at the latest. Pursuant to (1) b) the fee is due within the time limit set in the decision on assessment of the relevant fee or possibly within the time limit set in the decision  on the appeal against the decision on assessment of the fee. Pursuant to (1) b) the study-related fees are paid by  the wire transfer to the account stated in the decision on assessment of the fee. Pursuant to (1) a) the fee for acts connected with admission procedure is paid by the wire transfer to the account stated in the conditions of the admission procedure.
(7)  Pursuant to (1) a) and bb) the study–related fees are in case of faculty programs the income of the faculty. They are the income of the CTU in case of non-faculty programs. Pursuant to (1) ba) the study-related fee is the income to the Scholarship fund of the CTU in compliance with § 58 (6) of the act.
(8)  If the CTU or the faculty concluded a contract on mutual gratuitous provision of university education with a foreign higher education institution or concluded another agreement on the study –related fees as part of the joint study programs, the procedure follows the conditions stipulated in these contracts.
In case of discrepancy, the Czech version prevails.
