[1] Na zakladé podrobné analyzy zahrani¢ni literatury a
dal$ich informacnich zdrojt verifikovat pfi¢iny a miru
rizika Gtokl na ambulantni zdravotnicka zarizeni a dale
klasifikace typickych profilti pachatelli téchto utokd.

[2] Stanovit vhodné technické a organiza¢ni podminky
pro ochranu téchto pracovist (minimalni bezpecnostni
standardy).

[3] Zpracovat metodiku pripravy zdravotnického
personalu na moznost jeho ohroZeni a jeji praktické
ovéfeni nacviky vsolitérnich a poliklinickych
zdravotnickych zarizeni.
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In recent years, the number of attacks on healthcare
workers has been increasing all over the world, and the
Czech Republic is no exception, as confirmed, among
other things, by Resolution XXXVI. Congress of the
Czech Medical Chamber. Existing measures and
practical exercises to minimize this danger are carried
out to a limited extent only by medical emergency
services. The goal of this work will be focused on
ambulatory medical facilities and divided into three
points.

[1] To verify the causes and degree of risk of attacks on
outpatient medical facilities, on the basis of a detailed
analysis of foreign literature and other information
sources, as well as the classification of typical profiles of
the perpetrators of these attacks.

[2] Establish appropriate technical and organizational
conditions for the protection of these workplaces
(minimum safety standards).

[3] Develop a methodology for preparing medical
personnel for the possibility of endangerment and its
practical verification of training in solitary and
outpatient medical facilities.
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
