Development of a
theoretical concept to improve the efficiency of the
provided care, taking into account the issues of its
centralization or decentralization, turnover of health
professionals, economic impact of changes and
standards of health care in the 21st century.

Using analysis, generative Al and evaluation, the
dissertation will aim to propose an applicable concept
for the optimization of existing inpatient care that can
serve as an argumentative basis for creating change
and reorganization of the health care provided.
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
